Lead Paint Inspections
Most if not all buildings constructed prior to 1978 are likely to contain some lead based
paint. NYC Local Law 1, for multi-family dwellings in which children under the age of six
reside, requires tenants be informed of possible lead hazards. People are generally at risk
during construction activities such as alterations, renovations and demolitions when
surfaces are disturbed or burned. These activities create airbone lead dust which can be
inhaled, ingested or absorbed into the body.

EMS has EPA-certified lead inspectors that are capable of performing surveys that meet
various OSHA, HUD and EPA regulatory requirements. Comprehensive lead paint
inspections and risk assessments can be provided for housing projects, schools, facility
owners and managers, developers, attorneys and potential home or building buyers.
Additional services offered by EMS include Project Design, Lead Abatement Consulting
and Contracting, as well as providing expert testimony on behalf of clients in litigation
involving lead contamination and/or poisoning.

Indoor Air Quality
Although health effects vary from person to person based on contaminant, exposure and
sensitivities, symptoms can range from allergic reaction such as a headache or rash to
cognitive impairment and immunosuppression.

Mold contamination in indoor environments is a growing concern in the United States due
to the discovery of Stachybotrys and reports of indoor air contaminants being 2-5 times
higher inside than outside. EMS has successfully completed numerous mold
investigations and cleanups. We properly evaluate each indoor air quality situation by
conducting air testing, ventilation evaluation and remediation of contaminated surfaces as
necessary. In order to prevent spreading of fungal spores and reoccurrence of
contamination, EMS exceeds the “Guidelines on Assessment and remediation of fungi in
indoor environments” created by NYC Department of Health & Mental Hygiene, during all
mold abatements.

Laboratory Services

Common banking practices require that an environmental site assessment (Phase I ESA)
be conducted prior to the issuance of any commercial mortgages or loans on real property.
A Phase I ESA is a "due diligence" study of a particular site that identifies any activities or
conditions (past, present, or future), that may cause a "recognized environmental
condition". The objective of a Phase I ESA is to identify obvious, actual and potential
sources of contamination that, by their association with the subject property, could
become an environmental liability.

EMS has conducted numerous environmental assessments, FCC/NEPA screens,
Wetland Determinations, Environmental Assessments, Permits and Geotechnical
Investigations for various clients. Phase I environmental assessments are conducted in
accordance with either the Standard Practice for Environmental SiteAssessments: Phase
I Environmental Site Assessment Process (American Society for Testing and Materials,
Designations E 1527) or the 40 CFR 312 Standards and Practices for All Appropriate
Inquiries (AAI).

A Subsurface Investigation (Phase II) is sometimes necessary to further investigate
potential environmental concerns identified in a Phase I Site Assessment. The objective
of a Phase II is to assess the potential for soil and / or water impact on or beneath the land
surface. In this Phase, samples are actually collected and submitted to laboratory for
analysis to determine type of contamination present. Sources of contaminants may
include underground storage tanks (USTs), above ground storage tanks (ASTs), illegal
dumping and accidental chemical / petroleum spills.

Our in-house laboratory is approved by NYS-DOH ELAP and Federal NVLAP, and
Connecticut DOPH to perform asbestos analysis for both, air and bulk samples. EMS
utilizes other experienced and certified laboratories to provide specific analytical services
for soil, water, air and bulk samples. We also employ numerous field deployable testing
instruments able to detect thousands of contaminants. Whether samples are analyzed in-
house or sent out, data is evaluated, results are applied to pursuant regulations, and a
report is prepared with recommendation of corrective action as necessary.

Industrial and Environmental Hygiene
